This has been a productive year, marked by significant activity and progress across the Society.

· A Dental Update special edition has been submitted, featuring a strong and diverse range of articles.

· Work is progressing on new guidelines for domiciliary dental services.

· We are collaborating with RCS (Eng) on the development of clinical guidance for managing oral health in older people.
